Spang Crest Manor’s Adult Day Program Closure 
 
It is with much regret and a heavy heart that we announce the upcoming closure of Spang Crest’s 

Adult Day Services Program effective, May 1, 2009.  Although we know that this service is 

important to the community, we have not been able to enjoy full participation in the program since 

it’s opening over the past year and a half.  Unfortunately, during these challenging economic times 

Luthercare can not continue to operate this program at a loss going forward.  The program averaged 

about 8 participants a day, and will affect 17 total participants.  Last year Luthercare provided 4.5 

million dollars in benevolent care for its seniors and children.  

We recognize that this is an inconvenience for our participants and their families and have notified 

the Lebanon Area Agency on Aging of the impending closure.  The Area Agency on Aging has sent 

case managers to the program to assist all participants in finding an alternate adult day program.  

“We are aware that the other 2 adult day programs in Lebanon County are also not at full capacity 

and have availability to accommodate our current participants” says Carl McAloose, President and 

CEO of Luthercare.  “The occupancy in Spang Crest’s memory care assisted living and skilled 

nursing and rehabilitation center remains strong and we do not anticipate any future change in 

service.”
